Warmer weather, longer days, chirping birds, blooming
flowers...it’s spring in Boise! If you’re like most of us,
your skis go up and your rake comes down. You want to
spruce up your yard and house, purging everything you
don’t need or want. But before you drag everything to the
curb as trash, let’s “dig down” and see what we can keep
out of the landfill.

Hazardous Waste

away! They contain hazardous chemicals and should be
disposed of properly. These items, along with television
sets, computer monitors, paint and fluorescent lights,
should be taken to the Ada County Landfill’s Household

Hazardous Waste (HHW) Facility (8 a.m.— 6 p.m. Friday & *

Saturday) or taken to your neighborhood collection site
(call Boise Public Works at 384-3901 for collection days &
times). Note: Ada County Landfill’s HHW facility has a
wonderful “Re-use Center” where you can pick up paint,
fertilizer, pool chemicals, automotive fluids and other reus-
able items free of charge.

Bulky Waste & Appliances

Furniture, appliances and other
large items are collected free of
charge. Remove contents from
appliances and tape doors closed
before calling Allied Waste at
345-1266 to schedule a pick-up.

Yard Waste

o Tree trimmings, shrubs, leaves, grass and
other yard debris can be composted at home

o or set out with your household garbage. Com-
post bins are available for $59 at the Allied
Waste office or City Hall. If you decide to

set your yard waste out at the curb, please make sure it is
bundled into 4’ lengths (or less) and weighs less than 60
pounds.

Household Waste

“One man’s trash is another man’s
treasure”. Our drivers toss new
items into their trucks every day.
Before you trash your old clothes,
kitchen goods or garage items, ask
yourself if they still have some “life” left. Many non-profit
groups (i.e. Idaho Youth Ranch, ARC, St. Vincent de Paul)
would love your unwanted items and some will collect
them from your house!

Unfortunately, there will be some waste that cannot be
reused, recycled or composted. These items must head for
the landfill. Following these simple guidelines will keep
your driver safe and your curb clean at the end of the day:

Trash bags can hold up to 20 pounds; trash cans can
hold up to 60 pounds; Allied Waste wheeled carts can
hold up to 200 pounds.

Items not in a trash bag, can or cart must be cut into 4
foot segments (or less) and weigh less than 60 pounds.

Dumpsters

If you plan to get a temporary £
dumpster to assist with your chores, §
here’s what you need to know:

e  Temporary dumpsters (3-8 yds.)
are allowed at a residential
address for up to 120 days.

o Containers must be located on a level, hard surface.

e [fcontainers are placed in the street, an ACHD permit
is required (fee for permit).

A “Waiver of Liability” and “Service Agreement” must
be signed before delivery (deposit required).
Call Allied Waste at 345-1266 to order containers.
